Contestant understands and agrees that the Organizer shall determine the
manner and method conducting the Pageant in its sole discretion. Contestant
further understands and agrees that the Organizer shall also determine the time,
method, and manner of judging the Pageant and selecting Miss Hinckley
titleholders. The decision of the judges is final and cannot be contested.

The Organizer reserves the right to cancel the registration and/or terminate the
service of any candidate whose behavior, actions or communications do not
positively reflect the values of the Miss Hinckley Pageant.

Personal Characteristics Contestant understands that in order to be eligible
to compete in the Pageant, Contestant hereby certifies to the Personal
Characteristics set forth in this section:

and Contestant is not the adoptive parent of any
child.

4. Good Character Contestant is of good moral character and has not
been involved at any time in any act of moral
turpitude.

5. Criminal Record Contestant has never been convicted of any
criminal offense and there are no criminal charges
presently pending against Contestant.

6. Conduct Contestant exemplifies appropriate conduct and is
reasonably characterized as an honest, moral, and
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decent person.

7. Substance Abuse Contestant does not use or consume any illegal
controlled dangerous substances or abuse the use
of alcohol or other dangerous substances.

8. Sportsmanship Any Contestant, parent or family member
confronting a judge in any un-sportsmanship like
manner will be disqualified.

Dress Code The dress code for the Miss Hinckley Pageant will be: A nice
every day modest dress or skirt and blouse, a modest evening dress, and
whatever i1s needed to comply with the Organizer.

Competition Requirements The requirements for the Miss Hinckley
competition will be: Present a talent or a memorized speech (incorporating the
2025 Hinckley Celebration Theme (“To Be Determined”), modeling,
interview with judges, and answer an impromptu question.

Competition sign-up deadline Contestants must sign up for the competition
by Wednesday, April 23, 2025, a meeting with parents be held at the Hinckley
Town building on Thursday, April 24, 2025, at 7 pm. Any girl not registered by
April 24, 2025, will not be allowed to compete in this year’s competition.

Contest Judging Scores will be tallied by the judges and a Town Council
member. The score sheets will consist of the following: Interview 35 points;
Impromptu Question 35 points; Talent or speech 15 points; and Modeling 15
points, Score sheets will not be handed out to contestants. If you have any
questions regarding a judge’s decision, ask them, that’s how we learn.

Grievance Committee A grievance committee (Hinckley Town Council) has
been set up if you wish to lodge a complaint about the competition or the way it
was run. This will not change a judge’s decision but will allow you to air your
complaints if you feel you have been treated unfairly.
